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FREE TUTORING SERVICES
Dear Parents,

The Franklin Northeast Supervisory Union (FNESU) is now an approved Supplemental Educational Services (SES) provider, and we are working to set up our new program.  This means that your child may be eligible to receive free tutoring in reading, writing and math here at our school. 

If your child is eligible for free or reduced price lunches, he or she may receive extra help after school in reading and/or math at no cost to you.  If your family qualifies for free or reduced price lunches, you can simply fill out the paperwork attached and apply to enroll your child in this wonderful academic opportunity.  If you want the free tutoring for your child, you get to choose the program that you think will work best for your child from the list of State approved providers (attached) and also available at http://education.vermont.gov/new/pdfdoc/laws/nclba/educ_nclba_ses_approved_services_providers.pdf.
Note that all providers are online, except for Sylvan Learning Center and the FNESU SES provided at your school in coordination with the LEAPS After School Program. Transportation for any program is the responsibility of the parent/guardian.
The tutoring provided by the FNESU SES will run throughout the school year.  We are excited to coordinate with the LEAPS After School Programs.  Students will stay after school, have snack provided, receive approximately 55 minutes of intensive tutoring in an individual or small group setting tailored to their personal needs, and may participate in the After School Program offerings outside of their tutoring time.
Are you interested? If you are, please be sure to fill out the free/reduced lunch form (if you haven’t already) and also complete the attached SES application form.  The deadline for letting us know if you are interested is September 28th. Return completed applications to your school’s main office. We would like tutoring to begin in early October.
